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In a 1946 referendum a clause was added to
Section 51(xxiii) of the Constitution which
prevents the government from forcing people
to medicate.

This amendment to the Constitution Sect.
51(xxiiiA), allows for the granting of various
social services but not so as to authorise any
form of civil conscription.

This means that government or those acting
on its behalf, cannot force you to have a child
vaccinated in order to maintain benefit
payments.

Also Sect 28 of the Federal Crimes Act (1914)
states:

"Any person who, by violence or by threats or
intimidation of any kind, hinders or interferes
with the free exercise of performance, by any
other person, of any political right or duty,
shall be guilty of an offence" The penalty is
up to three years imprisonment

Section 109 of the Constitution of the
Commonwealth of Australia ....'When a
law of a State is inconsistent with a law of the
Commonwealth, the latter shall prevail, and
the former shall, to the estent of the
inconsistency, be invalid".
